People who Work for God:
A Spiritual Bouquet

May is a special month for Catholics because it is
the month we set aside to honor Mary. The Rosary
is a prayer to Mary. We’ll learn a new way to pray
the Rosary.

When you say a prayer for someone else, that
prayer is like a flower, and a bouquet of prayers
makes a beautiful gift.

Let’s honor Mary this month by praying her prayer,

the Rosary. Think of someone that you know who
helps spread God’s Good News — your priest, a nun, your teacher, or anyone you want to
pray for. Have your mom or dad help you cut out the flower pieces below and to say the
prayers. Pray one decade of the Rosary each day, until you’ve made a whole bouquet of
flowers! Then give the flowers to the person you were praying for, to let them know
they’re in your prayers.

Do you know how to pray a decade of the Rosary? It’s easy, once you know how!

1. Read one Mystery - A Mystery of the Rosary is an important event in the
life of Jesus or Mary.

2. Pray the Our Father (Blue Circle), and glue it to the green stem — Our Father, who art in
heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as itis in
heaven. Give us this day our daily breawd forgive us our trespasses as we forgive
those who trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.
Amen.

3. Pray the Hail Mary, ten times — As you pray each Hail Mary, glue the
flower petal onto the blue circle. Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed
art thou among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother
of God, pray for us sinners, now aaidhe hour of our death. Amen.

4. Pray the Glory Be , and glue it onto the green stem. Glory be to the Father,
and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, as it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall
be, world without end. Amen.

That’s it! Now you have a beautiful flower, and you’ve said a beautiful prayer to Mary for
someone in your life who helps spread the word of Good News. Keep saying a decade and
making a flower every day until you have made a whole bouquet of prayers for your special
person.
