Chinese Paper Yo-Yo 

 

 
A Chinese paper yo-yo is a fun, easy toy to make.  Follow these instructions to make 
your own Chinese paper yo-yo! 

 

You will need: 

 1 plastic straw or wooden dowel 

 Roll of wrapping paper 

 Tape 

 

Instructions: 

 Cut a piece of wrapping paper 7 feet long by 4 inches wide. 

 Tape the wrapping paper to the straw/dowel 

 Roll the wrapping paper tightly around the straw/dowel like the picture above 
shows 

 Once you have rolled the whole wrapping paper strip around the straw/dowel, 
you are ready to use your Chinese yo-yo!  Hold the straw/dowel and flick your 
wrist in an upward motion.  The paper will yo-yo out and back in!
